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Classifying Biofuels
Class A – Biomass waste products that cannot be 
easily recycled, such as sewage, manure, garbage, 
used cooking oil, beef tallow, yard waste, as well as 
materials from demolition, construction, forests, etc.

Class B – Materials that under normal 
circumstances are not used for human or animal 
food. Examples are algae, jatropha, woody grasses, 
straw, corn stalks, wood, and sugar cane.

Class C – All other biomass that is normally 
considered food for humans or animals , including 
corn, soybeans, wheat, rape seed, palm oil, etc.
