The following Achievement Fund projects for 1954 have been
approved by the Board of Directors of the University of Illinois

Foundation:

1 . Illini War Memorial Scholarships

To enable worthy young men and women of unusual abil-

ity to attend the University and prepare for useful careers
of leadership. The scholarship program is described further
on page 5.

2. Research at U of I Medical Center, Chicago
To aid important research programs at the College of Medi-
cine of the University of Illinois. Since 1949, Fund grants
have helped to finance research in such fields as heart dis-

ease, hypertension, cancer, geriatrics, arthritis, mental dis-

turbances, allergies, and gastrointestinal disease. A further
review of this Achievement Fund project appears on pages
8 and 9.

3. Staff Research and Equipment
To finance promising research projects for which state

funds are not available, and to provide necessary research
equipment. All Achievement Fund grants for faculty re-

search and equipment must be recommended by the Uni-
versity Research Board and approved by the U of I Founda-
tion Board.

4. Illini Achievement Fund Endowment
To increase the Achievement Fund permanent endowment,
which now stands at $12,868. The endowment fund earn-
ings are applied to various University objectives as di-

rected by the Foundation Board.

5. Library Enrichment
For rare and valuable books, and special collections, that
will add to the distinction of the University Library, ex-

pand its facilities for research, and increase its usefulness
to students. A summary of this Achievement Fund project
appears on page 12.

6. The President's Emergency Fund
To cover special demands on the University, not covered
by appropriations or other funds, including aid to foreign
students.

7. Hiram T. Scovill Scholarship Fund (in co-operation

with an alumni committee of the College of Com-
merce and Business Administration)

To provide an endowment fund of at least $25,000, the
income from which will be used for undergraduate scholar-

ships in the College of Commerce and Business Administra-
tion. This project is described further on page 10.

8. Memorial Chapel at U of I Hospitals, Chicago
To provide a suitable place of worship within the Research
and Educational Hospitals of the University. The Memorial
Chapel will be available for use by all religious groups.

9. Harvey H. Jordan Scholarship Fund (in co-opera-

tion with a faculty committee of the College of

Engineering)

To establish an endowment fund for scholarship awards to

outstanding seniors in the College of Engineering. This
project is outlined more fully on page 15.

10. Chimes Restoration Fund
To repair and modernize the mechanism for operating the

Altgeld Hall chimes, which were given to the University

by the classes of '14, '15, '16, '17, '18, *19, '20, and 11.

11. U of I Symphony Orchestra Fund
To provide scholarships for music students of exceptional

talent who are qualified to play in the U of I Symphony
Orchestra, but who need financial aid in order to attend

the University.

Thirty-eight outstanding students hold Mini War Me-
morial Scholarships at the University of Illinois for the

1953-54 school year. The scholarships are provided by the

Achievement Fund and administered by the University

Scholarship Committee. Applicants are selected each year

on the basis of scholastic standing and need for financial

assistance.

Undergraduate students enrolling on the main campus
at Urbana-Champaign or the Navy Pier Division in Chi-

cago are eligible to apply for Mini War Memorial Schol-

arships. Winners of the 1953-54 awards represent twenty-

two cities and towns in Illinois. Out-of-state scholar-

ship students are residents of the following states:

Georgia, Indiana, Kansas, New Jersey, and New York.
Established by the University of Illinois Foundation

in January, 1949, the Mini War Memorial Scholarship

program has received total Achievement Fund grants

amounting to $50,000. Thus far 187 scholarships have
been awarded by the University Scholarship Committee.
The average stipend is $250.

Twenty-four of the 1953-54 award winners are shown
in the picture below. Because of laboratory and employ-
ment schedules, fourteen other scholarship holders were
unable to be present for the group photograph. Their
names are shown below those of students appearing in

Achievement Fund Presents

Turner Collection to Library

A major addition to the University Library in 1953 was
the Tom Turner Collection, purchased by the Achieve-

ment Fund through the co-operation of Professor Gordon
Ray, Head of the English Department. This extensive

collection, which was shipped to Urbana from Baildon,

England, comprises about 8,000 volumes of English

poetry, fiction and other prose of the period from 1890

to 1949.

The strength of the collection lies in its many first

editions and presentation copies. Some major authors,

such as Beerbohm and Galsworthy, are nearly complete,

and most others are substantially represented. Also in-

cluded are the best works of less distinguished writers.

Another notable feature of the collection is an excellent

assemblage of the first English versions of famous foreign

novels.

Famous Frans Hals Painting Given to U of I

by Mr. and Mrs. Merle Trees

MERLE JAY TREES EMILY NICHOLS TREES

"Portrait of Cornells Guldewagen, Mayor of Haarlem," by Frans
Hals, was presented to the University by Mr. and Mrs. Merle J.

Trees in November, 1953. This important addition to the Merle
J. and Emily N. Trees Collection of Old Master and Modern
Paintings was received through the Achievement Fund of the
U of I Foundation. The Frans Hals masterpiece is one of the most
famous works in the Trees Collection, which now includes
thirty-eight paintings.

Mr. and Mrs. Trees, both Illinois graduates, began their bene-
factions to the University in 1937, when the nucleus of their splen-
did collection was presented to their Alma Mater. Every year
since that time, the donors have augmented the collection with
further gifts. The total valuation of the collection, including the
1953 gift, stands at $314,250. The present day value is sub-
stantially greater, however, as many of the paintings have in-

creased in value since the original appraisals were made by art

experts.

A maintenance fund, which will amount to $30,000, has also

been established by Mr. and Mrs. Trees. Income from this fund
will be used to pay the cost of insurance and maintenance of the

paintings.

The Trees Collection is of great cultural and educational sig-

nificance, containing distinguished examples of the French Primi-

tive, of 16th century Italy, 18th century England, and 19th
century France. Each painting has been carefully selected to

answer the specific needs of a university museum. The percep-
tive judgment of Mr. and Mrs. Trees, combined with advice of

museum officials here and abroad, has produced a collection that

represents the great cycles of Renaissance and Modern art.

The 25-million volt Betatron at the College of Medicine

is being used for research in cancer and for the treatment

of human cancer. One of many research investigations is

a study of the neuropathological effects of the Betatron

on human beings and experimental animals. An Achieve-

ment Fund grant of $1,000 to Dr. Arthur Arnold of the

Department of Neurology and Neurological Surgery has

helped to support this work.

Ernest Ingold Collection Enlarged by 1953 Gifts

Gifts from Ernest Ingold to the 1953 Achievement Fund have added 123

important volumes to the Ingold Collection of Shakespeare, established

in the University Library by Mr. Ingold in 1950.

Among the 1953 acquisitions are several significant editions of Shake-

speare's works. One is the six-volume set edited by Nicholas Rowe, pub-
lished in 1709. Rowe was the first editor of Shakespeare, and his edition

was the first to be illustrated.

Another outstanding early edition is the seven-volume set edited

by Lewis Theobald and published in 1733. It is generally acknowledged
that the text of Shakespeare owes more to Theobald than to an) Other
early editor.

Other notable sets of Shakespeare's works include four hum' volumes
edited by John Boyddl, and the twenty-volume set published in 1788
by John Bell of London, Of special importance is the ten-volume set

edited by Edward Capell, published in 1767-68. The < apell edition bad
a substantial influence on later editions.

Operatic Recordings Given to Music Library by W. A. Shirk

A gift of unusual value for research in music was received

in May, 1953, from William Allen Shirk, a 1912 graduate
of the University of Illinois. Presented to the University
through the Achievement Fund of the U of I Foundation,

the Shirk Record Collection is noteworthy for its old

operatic recordings.

The core of the collection centers around the "Golden
Age of Opera," and represents almost every vocal artist

of the period. The Caruso section is ex-

tensive, and the numerous rarities include

records of the voice of Francesco Ta-

magno, creator of the role of Otello in

1887. In addition to musical recordings,

the voices of Sarah Bernhardt, Florence

Nightingale, Joseph Jefferson, Theodore

Roosevelt, Woodrow Wilson, and other

celebrities are represented.

Included in the gift are fifteen volumes

of scrapbooks, indexed for ready refer-

ence, which contain pictures and clip-

pings about artists of the past. Shown at

left is Professor Duane Branigan, Direc-

tor of the School of Music, examining one

of the scrapbooks. On the table before him
are other representative pieces from the

collection, which numbers more than

3,000 items.

The collection is a major addition to

the University's resources for music re-

search. It is the product of many years of

discriminating and expert collecting ac-

tivity by Mr. Shirk.
